
 

I wanted to talk to you and ask you these questions because I love you, and 
getting to know you is important to me. Getting to know Jesus is important to 
me, too! Today we’re going to learn how we can get to know Jesus. Let me 
hear you say this after me: 

Get to Know (point to head)  
Jesus (both hands point up)

SAY

Have each family member choose a number between 1 and 5, and then play 
ask the following based on the number they choose!  

1 - If you could only eat one food for the rest of your life, what would it be? 
2 - What is your favorite thing to do for fun? 
3 - What is your favorite color? 
4 - What is one thing about yourself that you like or are proud of?  
5 - Who is someone you like spending time with?

ASK
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Can we get to know Jesus by reading 
a cereal box or the Bible? (The Bible) 

What is one more way you can get to 
know Jesus? (Pray, sing, have church, 
talk about Him, etc.)

How many times did Peter say he didn’t 
know Jesus? (Three) 

How can we get to know Jesus? (Read 
the Bible, pray, look at His creation, talk 
to people who follow Jesus)

Have a family member draw one of the images below. Once the rest of the 
family has guessed the image, read the questions for your kids to answer.

Ring - How would you feel if you found a treasure in the ocean? 
(Allow responses) Getting to know Jesus will fill us with more joy than 
finding a buried treasure!

Money - If you had $5, what would you want to buy? (Allow 
responses) When we get to know Jesus, we learn that His love for us 
is better than anything money can buy! 

Beach Ball - How can you get to know Jesus while you’re playing 
outside? (Look at His creation, talk to people you’re playing with 
about Him)

Sunglasses - If you do something wrong, like break your parent’s 
sunglasses, does Jesus still love you? (Yes) Yes! When we get to know 
Jesus, we learn that He always loves us and will forgive us when we 
do wrong things.

Shell - Who made the seashells? (Allow responses) Who made you? 
(Allow responses) Jesus made you, and He knows everything about 
you! It’s fun to spend time getting to know Jesus, too!

Kite - Do you ever feel like you don’t have anyone to play with? 
(Allow responses) Jesus wants you to know that He is always with 
you! That’s just one thing we learn about Jesus when we get to know 
Him. 

PLAY

When we get to know Jesus, we discover what He is like and how He wants us 
to live! Then we can follow Him every day! Say this after me one more time: 

Get to Know (point to head) 
Jesus (both hands point up)

SAY

HAVE FUN TOGETHER
Use paper (or a dry erase board) and a drawing utensil to play a fun game together.

Jesus, You are awesome! We love You, and we want to get to know You more 
and more! Please show us how we can get closer to You and follow You every 
day. Amen!
